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Keypad Lock

In standby status, press and hold the * key to lock the keypad of the
mobile phone.

When the automatic keypad lock function is enabled, and if you do
not operate the keypad during the specified period, the keypad is
automatically locked.

To unlock the keypad in standby status, perform the operations by
following the prompt displayed on the screen.

Originating a Full-Duplex Voice/Video Call

1. Enter a phone number, or select a phone number of a contact
from the Contacts. To originate a voice call, press the Dial key. To
originate a video call, press the Side up key and then press the Dial
key.

2. To terminate a call or cancel the dialing, press the End key.

Answering a Full-Duplex Voice/Video Call
1. To answer a voice or video call, press the Dial key.
2. To terminate or reject a call, press the End key.

Originating a Half-Duplex PTT Call
1. You can perform any of the operations to dial a PTT call:
e Keypad

To originate a private call, enter the target number in standby
status. To originate a group call, press the # key in standby status,
and then enter the target group number.
